How to Arrive at Palampur
By Bus:
New Delhi to Palampur : About 500 km & 10-12 hrs journey
Regular & direct buses (Volvo, AC and Ordinary) are available
from ISBT New Delhi to Palampur and from Chandigarh to
Palampur.

By Train:

Pathankot/Una-Amb to Palampur : About 100-120 km & 3-4 hrs
journey. Direct train facility to Palampur is not available. However,
the nearest railway station i.e. Pathankot/Una-Amb is well
connected by train from all the major/metro cities.

By Air:

New Delhi to Dharamshala Airport (DHM-Dharamshala):
Palampur has air connectivity. Nearest Airport is Dharamshala
(Gaggal) Airport) About 40 Kms & 1 hr journey from Palampur.
